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Construction work - buildings
Girders or cross beams must be used to provide a level
foundation for buildings.

Restrictions – Any type of digging, construction of
underground foundations or soil anchorages, is
forbidden.

B.3.2. Access conditions

B.3.2.1. Access conditions to the Exhibition
Centre

To the North of the Paris Nord Villepinte Exhibition
Centre is a special « Exposants / Livraisons »
(“Exhibitors / Deliveries”) vehicle entrance for the use of
Exhibitors, stand constructors, freight carriers, delivery
staff and all those working for companies present on the
site. Access to the entrance is from the RD 40 road (see
B Annex 1 & 2, and E.1).

Vehicles may enter the Paris Nord Villepinte Exhibition
Centre between 07.00 and 22.00 hrs.

B.3.2.2. Access to the Exhibition Centre 
« Exhibitors » car parks

The Exhibition Centre « Exhibitors » car parks (heavy
trucks/Ppl, and Pe5) are reserved for Exhibitors and
their contractors (see Map in B. Annex 2). 

Their access is:
• free during setting-up and dismantling periods,
• charged during the exhibition period; the Exhibitors

must order access magnetic cards for this period
(and for their Visitors) from the Exhibition Centre, by
consulting the catalogue (description, prices) on 

www.viparis.com/epex
before 31 May 2012, or as soon as possible after
this date.

Only access cards for the entire week will be
issued. 

Exhibitors wishing to access the Exhibition on a
daily basis must use the Visitors car parks.

B.3.2.3. Conditions of access to Eurosatory 2012
secure area (and construction site)

The indoor and outdoor exhibition zones are located
in an enclosed, controlled security perimeter which
forms a Eurosatory 2012 “secure area”. Access to the
Exhibition “secure area” is strictly controlled for
individuals and vehicles.

No one will be allowed on the Exhibition site unless in
possession of a named admission badge and
Eurosatory 2012 Pass issued by the Organizer
COGES.

Permanent access during setting-up and dismantling
(free access and parking)
Access to the Eurosatory 2012 “secure area” during
setting-up and dismantling is permitted under the
following conditions.

Individuals
• “Exhibitor” badge for the staff of the exhibiting

company,
• “Works-Maintenance” badge for contractors and

suppliers appointed by the Exhibitor.

Vehicles

Access is permitted only for the purpose of loading
and unloading. Vehicles must have:
• an “Exhibitor” Eurosatory 2012 Pass to access the

secure area, for exhibiting company vehicles,
• a “Works-Maintenance” Eurosatory 2012 Pass to

access the secure area, for the vehicles of contractors
and suppliers appointed by the Exhibitor.

Exhibitors are to order these badges and vehicle
Passes from the Organizer COGES before 13 April
2012, for those they employ as contractors and
suppliers (see J). 

Exhibitors are reminded that before 13 April 2012,
they must also send the Organizer COGES a list of the
companies working on their behalf as sub-
contractors, together with the name of the person in
charge of each sub-contracting company (see C.6.3
and Form n° 15).

Temporary admission for deliveries or service
providers

One-day badges or vehicle Eurosatory 2012 Passes
can be obtained from special offices inside the
Eurosatory 2012 “Exhibitors” and “Visitors” entrances,
as follows: 
• “One-day entry” badges. Delivery or service staff

employed by an Exhibitor on a day-by-day basis
and in possession of a letter or order form from the
Exhibitor requesting their services, will be issued
with a temporary one-day badge in exchange for
their identity document,

secure area. A temporary one-day Eurosatory 2012

exchange for the vehicle registration documents.

B.3.2.4. Vehicle parking (setting-up and
dismantling periods)

Exhibitors, sub-contractors and deliveries – vehicle
parking arrangements
These vehicles are to park outside the Eurosatory 2012
secure area, on parking areas Pe5, which are reserved
for Exhibitors' vehicles and for vehicles of all those
working in the Eurosatory 2012 secure area (see Map
in B. Annex 2).

A parking area (Ppl) is reserved for the exclusive use of
heavy goods vehicles, coaches and freight handling
vehicles, located near the « Exposants / Livraisons »
(“Exhibitors / Deliveries”) entrance.

For parking tickets, see D.8.

Parking in the Eurosatory 2012 secure area
All vehicle parking inside the Eurosatory 2012 secure
area is forbidden.

Except to unload, heavy goods and utility vehicles are
not allowed into the Eurosatory secure area. They may
enter and stay in the Exhibition area only for as long as
unloading or loading takes them, remaining for a
maximum of 2 hours – following a request to, and its
acceptance by the Organizer COGES / Technical
Office. 

Vehicles that exceed this time limit will be removed at
the offender's expense.

B.3.2.5. Traffic circulation rules

Traffic circulation is governed by Exhibition Centre
rules.  

Traffic circulation inside the Eurosatory 2012 secure
area also is regulated by the specific rules described
below (see Plan in B. Annex 2).

All vehicles within the Eurosatory 2012 secure area are
required to comply with:
• the speed limit of 20 km/h,

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B.3.5.4. Customs clearance and transit
formalities (see C.1.4)

Exhibitors and their forwarders are in charge of
customs clearance and transit facilities.

Exhibitors with customs documents must get them
stamped by the Customs Authorities before entering
the Eurosatory 2012 secure area. The Customs
Department covering Villepinte is at: 

Vehicles and individuals within the Exhibition Centre
are assumed to have the necessary Customs
clearance. Chapter C.1.4 explains the arrangements
for obtaining Customs clearance for items imported
into France from abroad.

The Organizer COGES Official Forwarding Agency (ESI
- EXPO SERVICES INTERNATIONAL) can provide all
necessary information.

B.3.5.5. Freight handling in the Eurosatory 2012
secure area (see E.2)

A freight handling service is available for the collection
of packages and freight, and their movement within the
Eurosatory 2012 secure area.

For work safety reasons and control of access, bearing
in mind the sensitivity of the Exhibition, only handling
companies:
• accredited by the Organiser and included in the list

of approved service providers,
• and operating from the P3a area (entrance from car

parks),

are authorised to operate in the Eurosatory 2012
secure area.

These companies are the followings:
• AGILITY
• CLAMAGERAN-FOIREXPO
• ESI - EXPO SERVICES INTERNATIONAL
• WEL - WORLD EXHIBITION LOGISTICS

Their references and commercial offer are in chapter F
(Partners and Service providers).

These companies, located in the P3a area (entrance
from car parks), have the necessary mechanical
handling equipment to deal with Exhibitors’
requirements. They act independently and contract
directly with exhibiting companies.

No unauthorised service provider may perform
anyservices or handling operations in the Eurosatory
2012 secure area.

Storing transit cases and packing material in the
Exhibition area is not allowed (see E.3 and B.3.5.5).

The Exhibition Centre has certain technical limits
(maximum axle weight, hall door sizes, etc.) that are
given in B.3.

B.3.5.6. Cleaning (see E.3)

In order to maintain a high standard of appearance at
the Exhibition, and in the interest of site security, a free
general cleaning service is provided by the Organizer
(up to accessible areas of stands). 

To complete it, the Exhibitor may contact two cleaning
companies approved by the Organizer. Moreover, it is
the Exhibitor’s responsibility (or that of his stand
constructor) to make his own arrangements to dispose
of stand construction material.

Should environmental impact compensation and
reduction measures are adopted on the Exhibition by
reducing and managing construction site waste, the
Organizer requires that site waste be sorted to permit
selective waste collection and transfer, and advises the
Exhibitors and stand constructors to keep their
packaging.

Setting-up period: from 28 May to 10 June 2012

The Exhibitor and his stand constructor are
required to take to waste collectors packaging,
surplus construction material and rubbish of all
types.

The Organizer will keep the aisles clear. A selective
waste collection will be ensured during the setting-up
period.

In order
to ensure this, the Exhibitor must always have one
representative on his stand during Exhibition opening
hours.

Packing material and items which have no part in stand
presentation should be kept out of sight of Visitors.

Exhibitors who want to make additional cleaning
arrangements, in particular inside their stands or
chalets, should contact the two cleaning companies
approved by the Organizer, which have a desk in the
Organiser's Technical Office; these are:

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Rules and Regulations 
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C.2.1. Regulations

C.2.1.1.General information

The Exhibitor must apply the regulations pertaining to
fire safety and panic prevention on premises open to
the public laid down by the Order of 25 June 1980
(general clauses). 

The Order of 18 November 1987 sets out the special
clauses that apply to exhibitions and trade shows in
France. Parts of the aforesaid regulations are explained
below for ease of reference.

Exhibitors and international participants are reminded
that once in France, they are subject to the laws and
regulations of the host country.

C.2.1.2.Safety Manager

All projects involving significant construction work
must be submitted to the exhibition’s Safety Manager
for approval. Plans and technical information must be
provided before April 6, 2012 to the Organizer /
Technical Office through Form n° 8 (see B.2.4.1) .

During installation, the Safety Manager will ensure that
all safety measures listed below are implemented on
site. 

Further information regarding fire safety is available
from Cabinet RAILLARD.

C.2.2. Recall of some important rules for
this Exhibition

C.2.2.1.Access for people with reduced
mobility

The Exhibitor must comply with french regulations and
with the accessibility order. 

These regulations specify that all premises and
facilities open to the public must allow access to the
disabled and to people with reduced mobility. 

Applied to the Show, this means that :
• the disabled must be able to access and exit all

facilities without assistance :
- ramps must comply with legal requirements (a

slope of less than 5%),
- the slope must include a level landing at the top

and bottom of each ramp run,
• all internal routes and exit signs must contrast

visually with the surrounding environment.

C.2.2.2.Radioactive substances X-Ray

Any system using radioactive material must be
declared and submitted to the French Nuclear Safety
Authority (Autorité de Sûreté Nucléaire) - see C.2.6.

C.2.3. Stand construction and fitting out

C.2.3.1.Classification requirements for
materials

The materials used must comply with fire reaction
characteristics (French or European classification).

Requirements:
• stand framework and partitions classified M3 or D

as a minimum (European classification),
• large pieces of furniture (boxes, counters,

presentation cases, screening, etc.) classified M3 or
D as a minimum,

• wall coverings (natural or plastic fabrics) classified
M2 or C as a minimum,

• curtains, draperies and net curtains classified M2 or
C as a minimum,

• floor covering, firmly fixed, classified M4 or D as a
minimum,

• covering for podium, platforms or tiered seating 
(if h > 0,30 m and if S > 20 m²) classified M3 as a
minimum  (h = height, S = surface),

• loose decorative items (advertisement billboards 
if S > 0,50 m², strings of lights, bunting, light
decorative objects, etc.), classified M1 or B as a
minimum,

• canopies, if building fitted with sprinklers, classified
M2 as a minimum, otherwise M1 or B,

• ceilings and false ceilings, classified M1 or B as a
minimum,

• CNPP-approved mesh.

classified M3 or D,
• panels made from wood derivates (plywood,

boards, wood fibres, chipboard): if thickness 
t > 18 mm, classified M3. 

Exhibitors' obligations

Exhibitors must keep on their stands:
• the official report giving the fire classification of

materials used in stand construction,
• failing this, the equivalent fireproofing certificate,
• extinguishers, which are mandatory on any structure

(CTS) with an upper level.

C.2.3.2.Construction and layout regulations

Prohibited items:
• curtains, drapes and net curtains in front of exits,
• paint and varnish classified as inflammable

(nitrocellulose or glycerine-based products, for
example),

• use of signs or advertisement panels in white letters
on a green background,

• stand with more than 2 levels,
• overhead coverings (ceiling, false ceiling, solid

canopy). Only mesh canopies are authorised.

Materials on show as decoration

No classification requirement if the partition, false
ceiling, etc. surface is less than 20% of the surface to
which it is attached. 

Covered stands 

The surface must be less than 300 m².

The stands must be 4 m apart.

If the surface is more than 50 m²: appropriate fire
extinguishers must be available, qualified fire safety
staff must be present and the stand must be equipped
with stand-alone safety lighting units (this safety
lighting must be on stand-by when the normal lighting
is intentionally switched off).

If there is a canopy, it must be efficiently fastened and
supported by intermeshed steel wire (maximum mesh
1 m²). 

Elevated stands (submit a dossier to Cabinet
RAILLARD, for its opinion and agreement)

Stands must comply with the following:
• only one elevated floor,
• if S is < 50 m². the resistance should be 250 kg per

m², (S = surface area),
• if S is > 50 m² the resistance should be 350 kg per

m²,   
• if S accessible to the public is > 19 m², there must

be two staircases, 

• guardrails must comply with NFP 01012 and 
NFP 01013 standards,

• the solidity/stability of the elevated level must be
checked off by an officially approved verification
department (Exhibitors may appoint SOCOTEC to
carry out the necessary checks on their
installations).

Closed stands or rooms (submit a dossier to the
Cabinet RAILLARD, for an opinion and agreement)

Number and width of exits: if S is  > 19 m², a minimum
of two exits are required, carefully positioned and
marked.

C.2.3.3.Fireproofing

By means of different procedures or applications, any
material which normally would be of medium or high
flammability, may obtain the flame resisting
qualification of M2. These procedures would be:
inflammable liquid spraying, brush application of a
paint or special varnish or immersion in a special bath
solution.

These operations of fireproofing may be performed by
an officially qualified person or contracting company
who may issue a homologated certificate giving the
following specifications. The exact names, addresses
and telephones may be obtained from the:

C.2.3.4.Fire certificates

At any time, the Show Security Manager may demand
Exhibitors the official report giving the fire classification
of materials used in stand construction or failing this,
the equivalent fireproofing certificates.

All coatings, coverings and material meeting the
requirements of security are sold in specialized shops,
where the quality certificates as regards the
classification of fire resistance may be obtained:

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C.2.4. Electricity

C.2.4.1.General obligations

Exhibitors must ensure that the following regulations
are applied:
• only fixed wiring may be used for electrical systems,
• cables and wires must be category C2,
• conduits and wire mouldings used for cable troughs,

wireways and cable ducts must be made of flame-
retarding material, in compliance with European
standards,

• all electrical apparatus, cables and conduits must
be earthed,

• if class 0 equipment is to be powered up
(exceptionally), it must be equipped with a residual
current (maximum 30 mA) differential switch or
safety device,

• class I equipment must be connected to the earth
wire of the main supply line,

• the use of individual ground plates is forbidden.

C.2.4.2.Electricity junction boxes and supply
panel cupboards

These must be in a metal casing, inaccessible to the
public, easily accessible by staff and emergency
services, located a safe distance from all flammable
and combustible materials. 

Important – If the power supply is more than 100 kVA:
• cabinets and boxes are to be installed in closed

premises reserved exclusively for this purpose,
• the premises must be clearly indicated,
• a dry chemical or CO² extinguisher must be

available on the premises,
• partitions must have an M3 fire rating,
• the premises must not be located under a

mezzanine that is accessible to the public.

C.2.4.3.Halogen lamps (EN 60 598 standard)

Halogen stand lighting must:
• be placed at a minimum height of 2.25 m,
• be positioned away from any flammable materials

(at least 0.50 metre from wood and other decorative
materials),

• be well secured,
• be fitted with safety glass or fine mesh wire,

providing protection against the consequences of a
bulb blowing.

C.2.4.4.High-voltage neon signs

These must:
• be protected by a screen made of class M3 material,
• have a clearly-labelled “off” switch,
• have transformers out of people's reach,
• have “Danger, high voltage” notices as required.

C.2.5. Machines and equipment presented
in operation

C.2.5.1.Approval

Before arrangements are made to exhibit machines
and appliances in operation, and 30 days before the
Exhibition opens, an application is to be sent to
COGES on Form n° 11 by 13 April 2012, or as soon as
possible after this date.

Such equipment must not present any risks to public
safety.
Stationary equipment or machinery (whether or not
operational):
• any dangerous parts must be more than 1 metre

from the public thoroughfare or protected by a rigid
screen,

• dangerous parts: moving parts, hot surfaces, blades
and sharp objects.

Moving equipment or machinery:
• must be presented in a protected area where

members of the public are kept at a distance of at
least one metre from the equipment itself.

Hydraulic jacks presented in a raised static position:
• the equipment's hydraulic safety mechanisms must

be supplemented by a mechanical safety device
preventing any untimely activation.

All equipment must be properly stabilized.

C.2.5.2.Heat or combustion machines – Motor
Vehicles

They must comply with the following rules :
• all gases must be evacuated outside the hall,
• engines on display must either have a lockable fuel

cap or an empty fuel tank,
• storage battery terminals must be protected and

inaccessible,
• if motive power is required, an electrical power

supply must be used,
• if heat or combustion engines are authorized, the

exhibitor must, in addition to the aforementioned
declaration (Form n° 11), provide:
- a technical data sheet specifying general

characteristics and technical features relevant to
safety (such as the type of power used, the power
capacity, volume of fuel required per day, etc.),

- a layout plan showing the position of the
equipment on the stand.

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C.2.6. Radioactive substances – X Rays

Any system using radioactive material must be
declared and submitted to the French Nuclear Safety
Authority (Autorité de Sûreté Nucléaire).

By 13 April 2012, the Exhibitors will transmit to the
Organizer / Safety Manager:
• the Form n° 11 “Exhibit working machines and

appliances”,
• a technical data sheet,
• the ASN authorisations.

Specific regulations would apply to the stand layout.
Cabinet RAILLARD will communicate them as soon as
above dossier will be received.

C.2.7. Lasers

Any laser equipment is to be approved by the French
authorities, two months before the Exhibition opens. 

Contents of the dossier (to be sent to the Organizer
COGES / ATTN Cabinet RAILLARD):
• a declaration on plain paper that laser equipment

will be used,
• Form n° 11 notifying that working machines or

appliances are being exhibited,
• technical specifications with a plan showing the

installation of the device in the stand,
• a document drawn up and signed by the technician

installing the laser equipment certifying compliance
with these provisions.

C.2.8. Prohibited equipment, products,
gases

The following are prohibited:
• the distribution of samples or products containing an

inflammable gas,
• balloons inflated with a flammable or toxic gas,
• articles made of celluloid,
• the presence of pyrotechnic or explosives devices,
• the presence of ethyl oxide, carbon sulphide,

sulphuric ether and acetone,
• pyrotechnic effects, devices producing detonations,

sparks or flames.

C.2.9. Flammable liquids

Use of flammable liquids is limited to the following
quantities per stand:
• 10 litres of flammable liquids of Category 2 for 10 m²

of stand, with a maximum of 80 litres,
• 5 litres of flammable liquids of Category 1.

C.2.10. Firefighting equipment

Firefighting equipment:
• must remain visible and accessible at all times,
• if there is a fire hose cabinet on the stand, it must be

visibly marked and remain accessible at all times via
a 1m-wide passageway leading from the aisle.

C.2.11. Safety and cleaning

It is prohibited to deposit empty boxes, cartons and
wood on stands or in passageways.

Daily cleaning is necessary.

C.2.12. Fire regulations related to outdoor
structures

C.2.12.1. Submission of safety documents

Safety documents must be produced for outside
constructions - with an area of more than 300 m² or
with an upper level, marquees, tents and traditional
structures; these must be submitted to the Seine-
Saint-Denis Préfecture for approval at least two
months before the Exhibition begins. 

They will be sent to Cabinet RAILLARD, to be joined
to the general safety documents required for the
Exhibition.

The following documents (in French) must be
submitted for approval:
• safety instructions,
• layout plans clearly showing cross-sections,

elevations and all useful dimensions needed to
understand them, as well as details of interior
fittings,

• and all relevant safety certificates for marquees,
tents or other permanent structures.

These documents must be examined by a Fire Safety
Specialist, responsible for safety as defined by French
regulations governing exhibitions and trade shows.

You are advised to appoint Cabinet RAILLARD which
is responsible for safety at Eurosatory 2012.
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C.2.12.2. Marquees, tents and structures
(MTS/CTS)

Marquees, Tents and other Structures (MTS) are the
subject of specific provisions as regards fire safety and
panic prevention regulations.

The main provisions are as follows:
• The MTS must be certified in France. The relevant

safety certificate must be provided to the Show’s
Safety Manager. Each tent, marquee or similar
structure must have a sticker bearing the same
certification number as the safety certificate
provided.

• Ceilings or suspended ceilings are prohibited. Only
awnings are authorized, on condition they have an
M2 fire rating (as opposed to M1 for building) and
are made of mesh or “Smoke Out” types of fabric.

• An indoor area, 6 m deep, facing each exit must be
left clear and free of fittings.

• Clear tarpaulin must have an M2 fire rating (official
report to be provided).

• Power generators or gas-engine chillers must be
positioned at least 5 m away from the structure.
Should this not be possible, a fire screen with a 
1-hour fire resistance rating must be placed
between the equipment and the structure. The
screen must be 1 m wider and taller than the
equipment. Any fuel tank supplying such equipment
must be placed at least 10 m away from the
structure.

• Once installation is completed, all electrical systems
will be checked by an independent assessor
certified in France, to ensure they comply with
safety regulations.

Pantries are allowed under certain conditions:
• no cooking allowed,
• they are only to be used to reheat or keep food hot,
• equipment allowed: steamers and double boilers,
• only electricity may be used for these purposes.

C.2.12.3. MTS/CTS with a upper level

Marquees, tents and other structures with an upper
level (floor, partial floor or mezzanine) are permitted and
must be approved in France. 

The relevant safety certificate must be provided to the
Show’s Safety Manager. Each tent, marquee or similar
structure must have a sticker bearing the same
certification number as the safety certificate provided.

All such projects must be submitted as soon as
possible to the Exhibition Safety Manager, before being
sent to the relevant authorities for approval.

C.2.12.4. Traditional buildings

Traditional pavilions must comply with fire safety and
panic prevention regulations relating to the type of
systems, alarm systems and security lighting systems,
as well as emergency escape routes and stairways
required for buildings with an upper level.

Once installation is completed, the solidity/stability of
structures will be checked by an independent assessor
certified in France.

Electricity:
• electrical cabinets and boxes are to be installed in

premises reserved exclusively for this purpose (not
in a storeroom, cloakroom, control room, etc.),

• the premises must be easily accessible to the duty
electrician and emergency services,

• the premises must be indicated by a pictogram on
the door,

• a powder or CO² fire extinguisher must be placed at
the entrance to the premises,

• if the total power rating exceeds 100 kVA, the
premises must be enclosed by masonry walls and a
1/2-hour-rated fire door fitted with a door closer. If
the area above the premises is open to the public,
the ceiling must have a 1/2-hour fire resistance
rating,

• electrical systems will be checked by an
independent assessor certified in France, to ensure
they comply with safety regulations.

C.3.3. The Organizer's responsibilities for
coordination and supervision

C.3.3.1.SPS Coordinator

In general terms, COGES is responsible for the
coordination of all on-site construction work and stand
setting-up. 

To fulfil this task, the Organizer COGES appoints a
Eurosatory 2012 Coordinator covering Health and
Safety at Work (SPS) who:
• is involved in all phases of building and setting up

the Exhibition,
• drafts the General Health and Safety at Work Co-

ordination Plan (PGCSPS) for the  general
installation and Safety Instructions for the
Exhibitors (see C.3.5),

• supervises the correct use of the co-ordination
measures he has drafted and the work practices
they entail.

C.3.3.2.Safety Cell

To ensure that the activities of different sub-contractors
are properly co-ordinated, the Organizer COGES also
sets up a Eurosatory 2012 Safety Cell covering
“Health and Safety at Work – Site Supervision and
Assistance”. Its members include the following
specialist agencies: 
• for Health and Safety at Work: DÖT,
• for compliance checks on all constructions and

electrical installations: SOCOTEC,
• for Fire protection: Cabinet RAILLARD,
• legal advisers: FIDAL Lawyers office.

A “Construction Site Coordination Meeting” will
take place on mid-April 2012 (to be confirmed) at the
Exhibition Centre, involving the Coordinator, the
specialist agencies (Health and Safety at Work
assistance, checking of constructions, fire prevention,
and the legal adviser). All contractors are welcome to
attend.

The Organizer COGES may at any time carry out or
make arrangements for inspections to be carried out to
ensure compliance with Health and Safety at Work
Regulations. It will employ supervisory staff tasked with
ensuring that the rules are obeyed (see C.3.4).

PGCSPS and Safety Instructions may be seen at any
time in the COGES office or its Technical Office on the
Exhibition site. A summary of its general provisions is
attached at C.3.5.

C.3. Health and Safety at Work measures 

(1) CRAM : Caisse Régionale d'Assurance Maladie.
(2) OPPBTP : Organisme Professionnel de Prévention du

Bâtiment et des Travaux Publics.

C.3.1. Legal requirements: aims and
obligations

Health and Safety at Work regulations on the site
comply with the legal requirements of the Law of 
31 December 1993. The law lays down that official
organizations such as the Labour Inspector, CRAM (1),
OPPBTP (2) are to supervise the coordination of all
activities associated with civil engineering, buildings
and works involving two or more companies or
independent workers. This obligation to integrate and
coordinate Health and Safety at Work measures
applies to all phases of Eurosatory 2012.

Contractors declaration

Exhibitors are at liberty to contract out some or all the
work involved in the preparation of their stands. When
this occurs, Exhibitors must give COGES the names of
the companies concerned: stand constructor,
decorator and also shipping, freight handling and
catering contractors. This information is to be provided
on Form n° 15 “Badge and Eurosatory 2012 Pass
applications” (see J).

Exhibitors and international participants are
reminded that once in France, they are subject to
the laws and regulations of the host country.

C.3.2. General organization of safety on
the Eurosatory 2012 construction site 

Safety measures on the construction site are
coordinated by a cell set up for this purpose. “Health
and safety at work-site supervision and assistance”
(see C.3.3.2 below). Construction site references (it
is repeated that the public is not allowed onto the site):
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C.3.4. Exhibitors’ & stand constructors’
responsibilities for coordination and
safety

C.3.4.1.Coordination and declaration

At the working level, each Exhibitor and/or service
provider undertakes all construction, fitting-out and
dismantling work on his own responsibility.

An Exhibitor may be required to appoint a Coordinator
to ensure that the work involved in setting-up and
building his stand is properly coordinated.
a) Such an appointment would be required if several

companies were working on his behalf. It would also
be influenced by the size and scope of the work
concerned. In these circumstances, an Exhibitor
should require the companies and sub-contractors
working for him to prepare their own Health and
Safety at Work Plans (PPSPS). He will then instruct
his own Health and Safety at Work Coordinator to
incorporate these PPSPS into his own Health and
Safety at Work Coordination Plan (PGCSPS).
Subjects that the PPSPS must cover are set out in
C.3.5.

b) An Exhibitor is responsible for ensuring that his
PGCSPS complies with the overall PGCSPS held by
the Organizer COGES, in particular where it
concerns collective protection arrangements and
movement on the site. An Exhibitor's PGCSPS and
Contractors' PPSPS are kept on his stand, where it
may be consulted at any time.

If necessary, the Eurosatory 2012 Health and Safety at
Work Coordinator may, on his own initiative or at an
Exhibitor's request, provide such assistance or
information as he considers helpful.

If the characteristics of its stand layout are such that a
Health and Safety Coordinator and/or an Inspector
(compliance office) is required, the Exhibitor (or its
stand fitter) must send the Organizer, COGES, its stand
layout plans together with the name of the Health and
Safety Coordinator and/or Inspector chosen by the
Exhibitor. If no names are provided, the Organizer will
appoint the Eurosatory 2012 approved Coordinator
and/or Inspector, and its/their service(s) will be charged
directly to the Exhibitor.

C.3.4.2.Actions to be taken by Exhibitors and
stand constructors

Each company working on site is responsible for the
Health and Safety at Work of those working on its
behalf and for any third parties involved. It is repeated
that the public is not allowed onto the site.
The Exhibitor is solely responsible to the Organizer
COGES for companies working on his behalf.
Sub-contractors employed by Exhibitors are to comply
with instructions issued by the Eurosatory 2012
Coordinator and ensure that he has unrestricted
access to their work sites.

An Exhibitor and all sub-contractors working on site
on his behalf must:
• hold a list of employees (name, first name, date and

place of birth),
• hold a “Responsabilité Chef d'Entreprise” (Company

Director's responsibility) insurance policy,
• comply with the Health and Safety at Work

regulations contained in the Organizer' PGCSPS
and the PGCSPS for his stand, as well as current
French legislation.

An Exhibitor with contractors working for him is
required on his own responsibility to confirm that each
contractor:
1) has given him:

• a statement, issued within the last year, that the
Social Security Office responsible for recovering
welfare payments confirms that all payments
have been made,

• a notice confirming payment of professional
taxes for the previous fiscal year,

if required:
• a statement confirming his compliance with

articles 52, 53, 54 and 259 of the French Public
Contracts Code,

• a statement of financial security as required by
article L.124-8 of the French Employment Code.

2) has prepared a solemn declaration that: 
• work is carried out on the Exhibition site 

by workers correctly employed under articles 
L. 143-8, L. 143-5 and L.620-3 of the Employment
Code,

• each worker has been correctly hired and the
breakdown of hours worked is regularly and fully
recorded on pay slips,

• when foreign workers are employed, they are
authorized to work in France (see C.6.3: the
French regulations on the employment of foreign
workers in France, notably during the exhibition
setting-up and dismantling phases, and the
importance of the declarations relating thereto).

3) has submitted a list of names, first names, date
and place of birth, and qualifications of all on-site
employees.

4) has taken out the necessary insurance cover for
his work and has provided the civil liability insurance
certificate applicable to the professional activities
undertaken, showing the following:
• insurance company name,
• period covered by the policy,
• risks covered (material, third party, etc.),
• any limits on liability.
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C.3.4.3.Specialist advice: Accident prevention
– Safety at work

When setting-up and dismantling work is in progress,
DÖT is appointed by the Organizer COGES to ensure
that the appropriate legal requirements are complied
with at all times.

Exhibitors may get in touch with DÖT for expert advice
and information.

C.3.5. PGCSPS and PPSPS

The French Health and Safety at Work legislation
requires the coordination of health and safety
measures on any work site involving two or more firms
or independent workers.

For Eurosatory 2012, this coordination will be the
responsibility of a COGES-appointed Health and
Safety at Work (SPS) Coordinator, advised by a team
of experts. Together, they constitute the Eurosatory
2012 “Safety and Site Supervision Assistance” Cell.

The COGES-appointed Coordinator prepares a
“General Coordination Plan for Health and Safety
at Work” (PGCSPS) and Exhibitor Safety Instructions.
They define all the measures aimed at preventing the
risk of incidents occurring when different contractors
are working alongside each other on the construction
site.

A General summary of their contents follows. The
originals can be seen at any time in the COGES Office,
or Technical Office on the Exhibition site. They are
delivered at the “Construction Site Coordination
Meeting” in April 2012, or forwarded to whoever
requests them.

In addition, if an Exhibitor employs several companies
to construct his stand, and taking account of the extent
of the work involved, he should have a PGCSPS
prepared by his own Health and Safety at Work (SPS)
Coordinator. This document incorporates the basic
PPSPSs prepared by the firms and sub-contractors
working for him.

It is the responsibility of each Exhibitor to ensure that
his simplified PGCSS takes full account of COGES’
overall PGCSS, paying particular attention to
arrangements for collective protection and on-site
movement. An Exhibitor’s simplified PGCSS must be
available for inspection on site at all times.

With regard to Article L 235-10 of the French
Employment Code: 

The Health and Safety at Work Coordinator appointed
by the Exhibitor must contact the “Health and Safety at
Work (SPS) - Site Supervision Assistance” Coordinator
for a preliminary meeting before any work is begun on
the site(s) for which he is responsible.

C.3.5.1.General coordination plan for Health
and Safety at Work (PGCSPS)

Contractors’ responsibilities
Site and construction rights of way – Coordination of
on-site activities.

On-site facilities during setting-up and dismantling
Communal facilities – Locker rooms, dining area –
Special measures – On-site telephones – Worker
accommodation.

Fitness for work – Checking the workforce
Protecting the participants (medical fitness, safety
training) – Records (regulatory records, workplace
inspections) – Application of site access restrictions.

On-site movement and operating
Plans and information – Using lifting and handling
equipment (general rules, specific hoisting rules) –
Cleaning – Individual protection gear – Collective
protection – Working at heights – Connection to utilities
– Co-ordination and protection of on-site work (general
measures, fencing) – Hazardous materials – Portable
electric tools – Approval for the safe movement of
equipment.

Fire safety

Organization of emergency services
Company safety facilities – Collective arrangements for
Eurosatory 2012.

C.3.5.2.Essential safety rules

A reminder of the essential points to cover is set out
below:

An Exhibitor employing contractors or staff on the
Eurosatory Site should:
• be covered by a “Director’s Liability” insurance

policy,
• comply with the current Health and Safety at Work

regulations.

Particular attention should be paid to:
• compliance with the rules governing on-site

movement by vehicles or on foot,
• safety of scaffolding (decree of 01/09/04),
• day and night warning beacons for specialised

equipment,

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• freight handling equipment complying with the
provisions of the decree of 08/01/65 and drivers
who can handle the equipment safety,

• electricity connections complying with NFC 15.100
standards,

• water connections complying with decree 08/01/65
provisions,

• collective protection arrangements: positioning
safety barriers and/or canopies, security floors and/
or nets, safe access to and from the workplace, etc.,

• individual protection arrangements: safety belts and
harnesses, safety helmets, footware, goggles,
gloves etc.,

• fire protection: unhindered access to fire fighting
equipment at all times (fire hydrants, 100mm taps
and risers, fire extinguishers),

• medical assistance: as soon as he comes on-site,
the contractor is  expected to note the nearest first
aid post and to pass this information to his
workforce. He must also provide a first-aid box at
his own workplace.

The French Labour Inspectorate regularly visits the
site during Exhibition set-up and removal and
sanctions any breach in accordance with
applicable legal provisions.

C.4. Mandatory inspections and checks

C.4.1. Mandatory checks

The soundness and stability of all constructions, works
and structures is inspected by an officially appointed
agency.  This inspection covers:
• solid MTS built outside the exhibition halls,
• banks of lights, broadcasting equipment or towers, 
• stands with additional level floor inside hall 6.

Temporary electrical fittings such as those installed in
MTS/CTS or in solid structures are also inspected by
an officially-appointed agency.

In the Eurosatory 2012 area, all Organizer
constructions are checked by a specialist agency. The
Organizer COGES strongly advises Exhibitors to
appoint SOCOTEC to verify that their installations
comply with French safety regulations.

If the characteristics of its stand layout are such that an
Inspector (Compliance Office) is required, the Exhibitor
(or its stand fitter) must send the Organizer COGES, its
stand layout plans together with the name of the
Inspector chosen by the Exhibitor. If no name is
provided, the Organizer will appoint the Eurosatory
2012 approved Compliance Office, and its service will
be charged directly to the Exhibitor.

C.4.2. Official Safety Commission

The Construction Code (CCH) defines the relevant
authority, the composition of the Official Safety
Commission and its role in supervising the regulations
governing establishments open to the public (ERP).

For Eurosatory 2012, the Seine-Saint-Denis
Departmental Safety and Accessibility Consultative
Commission advises the Mayor of Villepinte, as the
competent authority, on the application of the
appropriate safety rules and regulations (see C.3 and
C.4). 

The Official Safety Commission is made up of
representatives of the following services:
• Seine-Saint-Denis Prefecture,
• Villepinte Town hall,
• Architects Safety and Security Service,
• Paris Fire Brigade,
• Central Laboratory of the Prefecture of Police,
• Villepinte Police Department,
• District Engineering Department

The Official Safety Commission is very strict about the
conditions in which stands are set up and equipment
installed (stability, construction material, decoration,
electric fittings and so on). 

All decisions taken by this Commission during its visit
- which will take place the day before or early in the
morning of the opening day - must be carried out
immediately. All stand installations must be completed
by the time of this visit. 

The Exhibitor or his representative must be present on
the stand and should be able to produce all official
reports concerning the fire resistance/reaction of any
material used.

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C.6.3. Services and foreign labour

The Exhibitors and their stand fitters may have recourse
to non-French service-providers. The Organiser informs
them of the French regulations on the employment of
foreign workers in France, notably during the Exhibition
setting-up and dismantling phases, and makes them
aware of the importance of the declarations relating
thereto.

C.6.3.1.Prior declaration of secondment

Whatever their nationality, non-French service-
providers must complete a prior declaration of
secondment, drawn up in French, and send it before
4 May 2012 to the

It is important to stress that French law and, in
particular, the provisions relating to working hours and
minimum remuneration, apply to foreign service-
providers right from their employees’ first day of work
on French soil, whatever the length of the employees’
secondment.

Thus, in particular, under the legal provisions in force,
an employee in France cannot work:
• more than 48 hours per week, bearing in mind that

a week starts on Monday at 00.00 hours and ends
on Sunday at 24.00 hours,

• more than ten hours per day,
• more than six continuous hours (a 20-minute break

is obligatory),
• more than six days per week in any given week.

In addition, the minimum gross legal wage to be paid
to any employee working on French soil is 1398.37
euros for 151.67 hours per month, corresponding to a
gross rate of 9.22 euros per hour (remunerations in
force as of 1st January 2012).

C.6.3.2.Temporary work permit

Certain foreign service-providers must also apply to
the Service de la Main d’œuvre étrangère (foreign
labour department) of the Direction régionale du
Travail et de l'emploi for temporary work permits for
any employees that they second temporarily to France.

The countries not concerned by this application for a
temporary work permit are, at present, as follows:
Germany, Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus,
Denmark, Spain, Finland, France, Greece, Ireland,
Italy, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Portugal,
United Kingdom, Sweden, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia,
Lithuania, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia, Romania,
Czech Republic, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway,
Switzerland, Andorra, Monaco and San Marino.

These applications for temporary work permits must
be drawn up in French and sent no later than 4 May

C.6.3.3.Social protection

Foreign service-providers must, in addition, prove that
each of their employees seconded to France is
covered by up-to-date social protection as follows:
• in the case of service-providers belonging to the

European Union, if the activity does not exceed two
months, their seconded employees continue to
contribute to and benefit from the social security
regime of their country of origin,

• service-providers located outside the European
Union must produce an attestation certifying that
their situation with regard to social security is in
order:
- either issued by their country of origin if the latter

has signed a Bilateral Social Security Agreement
with France; the countries concerned are listed
on an official web site called Cleiss

- or, if this is not the case, issued by the French

organisation for the collection of social security
contributions; any contributions must be paid to
this organisation, and to that end, please contact
